DISTRICT REPORTS:

Northcentral - Leagues are going well.  District Select Program is going extremely well.

Southwest – inter-town recreational program is growing nicely (12 towns).  Volunteer

availability is always a problem.

Central – internet online league results should be up and working this month.  Having

problems with referee fees and getting referees to work in the district.

Southcentral – no major issues.

Southeast – Milan asked for input regarding league problems in his district.  All shared

ideas.  His district is excited about some points of President’s meeting.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT:
Kathy spent 2 weeks with FIFA in Philadelphia and the Women’s

World Cup.  WUSA has officially suspended operations.  Ideas are in the works to get the

women’s game promoted and up and running again.

CLUB PRESIDENT’S MEETING:
Meeting was a huge success and very positive.  State league wants to combine premier with their cup and bring back dual rostering (not enough time to get all games played).  Next year, meeting will be held in August so everyone can attend.

REGION I MEETING:

4. AGE GROUPS – proposal to modify age group cutoff to January 1 date for birth years to be discussed at US Soccer AGM in March (New York City) and at US Youth Soccer AGM in July (Florida).
