Kathy called the meeting to order at 7:30pm.

Minutes:


Minutes were approved without questions or changes. 

Treasurer’s Report:


Dave distributed a year to date actual financial report. Dave stated that he will be working on the budget over the next two weeks and will e-mail to everyone by June 28th. He stated that registration for the state is at approximately 70,000 players, which is about 18,000 players short. He is asking all District VPs to check their numbers, insure they are correct and submit them to him by next Monday.

Committee Reports:

Cups: Steve Hinchcliffe distributed the results of the State Cup and a schedule for the CT Cup finals. Steve announced that the State Cup finals were held last weekend and the Ct Cup finals will be held this coming Saturday in Simsbury and Loomis Chaffee. 

Registration: Bill Oehler announced that the deadline for registration was May 17. He reported that six of the seven districts have forwarded the information to him. The Southwest District has not turned in their information yet.  The last deadline for the 2003/2004 seasonal year will be in August. 

Protest Committee: Will meet after the Board of Directors meeting.
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District Reports:

Northwest: Season will end next week for district leagues.

Southwest: Andy George would like to see the residency rule removed for district league play. Kathy stated that she needs to research the rule to see if it is in the policy section or the rule section. If it is in the policy section the Board of Directors can change it. If it is in the rule section then the change must occur at the AGM. Discussion. Item tabled until next meeting.

Southeast: All fine, no report.

Central: Leagues will end in two weeks. Website up and running, most coaches are reporting their scores via the website. Next season all reporting will be done via the website.

Northeast: Leagues will finish next week.

Northcentral: All fine, no report.

Southcentral: Joe Conte reports red cards are down this season. He believes that player passes should go to the VPs when a red card is issued and not the club presidents. He believes this will be a better tracking method. 

Director Of Coaching:


Jim Lennox states that the new set of coaching classes will be available later in the year. He is looking to computerize the system. The target date for a National “C” course is the first week in August. He stated he spent time with the National Team and received information on youth development, which will be distributed to the state coaches. 

President’s Report:


Chevrolet Sponsorship: Chevrolet has opted not to renew sponsorship of youth soccer as the have done in the past. Kathy is now looking for new sponsors. 


Premier Soccer: Kathy announced that a new policy was approved on premier rosters and previously rostered players. Premier teams may now roster up to 22 players, however only 18 players may dress for a match. The 3-previously rostered rule is now 5-previously rostered players at the time you name your team (roster is frozen). Cup rosters for State Cup will now be frozen no more then 14 days before the start of the competition.  Kathy stated that all premier registration would go through the CJSA office if the rule stays in place. Discussion.


ODP: Our U-14 boys won the regional tournament. Kathy would like to expand the pool at the U-14 level to 36 players. 


Motion to expand the U-14 pool to 36 players was made by Tony Carvalho, seconded by Joe Conte.  Motioned passed, all in favor with one abstention.

ODP Committee: Kathy stated that she would like to see the ODP program re-structured. The goal would be to better develop and identify players. To hire more college coaches. At this time we have more college coaches on the girls side. Kathy will meet with the Coaching Committee and they will present a proposal to the Board of Directors. Discussion.

Discipline: The Southwest District forwarded three disciplinary matters regarding silent sidelines. Jesus Zornoza has not forwarded the incidents to Kathy for discipline. Kathy stated that she will meet with Jesus to formulate a proposal for silent sidelines. 

National Tournament: Steve Hinchcliffe will go to Orlando, Fl. as a team chaperone should any of our teams advance to the national tournament. One chaperone per team will attend. If more teams advance more chaperones will be needed and Kathy will ask for volunteers. 

Celtic vs Liverpool: All fees are waived for tickets bought through CJSA. Refunds will be given and tickets are still available. 

NSCAA:  Kathy and Jim Lennox will formulate a proposal dealing with diversity issues and present it to the Board of Directors.

Unfinished Business:


Club Affiliation Forms: Handed out and are due in June. Numbers will be changed to reflect the updated data.


USA vs China: Group ticket prices are available through CJSA. 


New Sponsor – TEKK Athletics: TEKK Athletics has agreed to give every club with ten or more teams a free goal (small sided 8 feet). Clubs will be able to purchase goals at a discounted price. CJSA will get 50 goals over three years for free. Discussion.


Motion to accept TEKK Athletics agreement and make them a sponsor was made by Dave Engel, seconded by Tom Skarbek. Motion passed unanimously. 


Land/Field Proposal: Kathy spoke with Tom Clarke to review the proposals. Tom will do the research and get back to the Board of Directors. 


Handbooks: Handbooks are on the CJSA website. The hard copies will be arriving soon for distribution. Because of the changes that are occurring they may not be updated or have the latest changes as they occur. 


Scholarships: CJSA received approximately fifty-two applications. They need to be reviewed and narrowed down. 

New Business: 


BOG Action Items – Premier:  The Premier Board of Governors presented the following action items for approval:
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1. Change of the current premier format of 5 teams in the first division and 8 teams in the second division. The BOG is proposing that both the first and second division contain 7 teams thus allowing additional teams to be in the first division.

2. Permission for the BOG to fill any vacant slots in the first or second divisions, including new teams entering the age group.

Motion to accept the above language was made by Milan Keser , seconded by Rebai Chafik. Motion passed with three abstentions. 

New League Structure – Premier: The Premier Board of Governors presented a new league structure for teams participating in U-13 to U-15 State Premier Leagues. The new league structure was handed out. 


Motion made by Rebai Chafik to approve the new league structure as presented by the Premier Board of Governor, seconded by Joe Conte. Motion passed unanimously.

For the Good of Soccer:


Marc Glass brought up the idea of buying defibrillators for each district, each would cost about $3,000.00. The idea came after the use of a defibrillator in South Windsor saved a young man’s life. Discussion. Item tabled.


Steve Kassoy wanted to praise Jesus Zornoza for a game he refereed in Stamford.
