Kathy called the meeting to order at 9:05am.
Proposed Rule Changes:

Proposal #1 Page 12 Article IV, #3: Marc, Kathy and Art explained the proposal and the reasons for it. All members voiced their opinion on the proposal which lead to a discussion on the merits of the proposal. The consensus of the Board was that they were against the proposal. The proposal was withdrawn. 

Proposal #2 Page 21 Rule 2312: Dave explained the proposal and the reasons for it. Discussion occurred and the consensus of the Board was that they were against the proposal. The proposal was withdrawn, however registration and insurance fees will be discussed at the AGM.

Proposal #3 & #4 Page 27-28, Section 4300 and Rule 4311: Kathy explained the proposals and the reasons for them. The Board voted in favor of the proposals with 10 yes, 1 no, and 2 abstention votes. 

Spring Connecticut Cup and State Cup Bonds:


Discussion on whether bonds for the State Cup should be eliminated as they were for the Connecticut Cup. 


Motion to eliminate Bonds for the State Cup was made by Andy George, seconded by Marc Glass. Motion passed with twelve yes votes and one abstention.

Indoor Facility Approval:

Goooal Sports, Stratford (Korner Kicks): A handout was distributed on the facility followed by a short discussion.


Motion to sanction the facility was made by Marc Glass, seconded by Joe Conte. Motion passed with eight yes votes and five abstentions. 
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Sports World, East Windsor: A handout was distributed on the facility followed by a short discussion. There was concern on the Board about some safety issues which were already brought to the facility’s attention. 


Motion was made to sanction the facility pending an inspection to insure the safety concerns were addressed by Marc Glass, seconded by Steve Kassoy. Motion passed with twelve yes votes and one abstention. 
US Soccer Board of Directors Meeting:
