Presidents Report:


Kathy spoke about two issues that she feels are related. She believes that the membership clubs have shown great faith in the board to change and overhaul the entire system. She wishes to continue to have two presidents meetings a year plus the AGM. She envisions proposed changes to be placed on the web site so that clubs can weigh in on them. She would call these proposed changes “action items” where e-mails from the clubs would be solicited. E-mails would have to come from persons on the affiliation forms for the club and the writer would have to identify himself or herself. The board would still make the final decisions but would use the emails as a tool to gauge what clubs wish. 
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Jim Buccuzzi a member of the Board Governors wishes to implement the proposed rules changes right away. He stated that the Board of Governors worked on the proposed rule changes for over a year and he does not wish to wait. A discussion ensued as to whether the clubs and districts were prepared or had knowledge of the proposed rule changes. The District VPs did not know what the proposed rule changes were based on a straw poll. Discussion continued as to how much could be changed right away and which proposals should wait until the clubs reviewed them. The impact of the changes was also discussed. The general feeling was that the board needs to be credible and needs to allow the clubs and districts to be part of the process, but ultimately the board will make the final decisions.


Decision was made to vote on two items at next months meeting. State will oversee play in Division 1, 2, and 3. Empty slots in Division 1 and 2 will be filled. A straw pool showed that both items will pass. 


Kathy announced the need to form new committees to reflect our growth and change. She would like to fill Governance, Finance, Competition, and Publicity committees. She would like all board members to be more active on the committees.

After a brief discussion it was determined that summer would be the best time. Kathy will give the board three dates to pick from, this would be a weekend retreat.
