Kathy called the meeting to order at 7:30pm. 

Minutes:


Minutes were approved.

Treasurer’s Report:


Treasurer’s report was accepted from Dave Engel. Dave reports that the second quarter financial reports from the districts were due two weeks ago. Two districts have not turned in their reports, South Central and Northwest. Dave asked that the Executive Committee be given blanket authority to move and open accounts at certain banks that are FDIC insured. He stated that the banks would be in state and this is to capitalize on getting better rates for our money. The accounts would only be in money markets and CDs. At this time Dave does not have a list of banks. Discussion occurred. The consensus from the board was that they wished a specific list of banks before we any approval. Dave stated he would have a list of banks for our next meeting.

Committee Reports:

Registration: Bill Oehler announced that May 15 is the due date for the districts to get their registration in to CJSA. The catch up date is June 15.  Attached were the registration numbers for each district.

State Indoor Tournament: Milan announced that he was very pleased with the tournament held at the Coast Guard Academy in New London. All went well and everyone should be complemented. He stated that 120 teams from the South East participated. 


Joe stated that he was concerned with the procedure of the utilization rosters and passes for the indoor tournament. He believes that all districts should have the same procedure.  
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State League: The number of teams that have entered the state leagues is 193.

District Reports:

South East: Milan reports they have many teams for spring season, due to the field conditions they will not start until later in the month. He also has many high school players who wish to play due to the lack of programs at the high schools.

Northwest: No report

Central: Tom reports they are down a few teams but are on schedule to start the season. 

North Central: Marc is asking for donations for the team that is coming from Afghanistan in July. Kathy stated that CJSA would donate balls to the team. Jim Insinga made a motion that was seconded by Tim to have CJSA pay for all needed equipment for the team. Discussion. Steve Woolbert asked to table the motion until we know what the team needed and how much it would cost. Motion was tabled until the next meeting. 

Southwest: No report.

South Central: Joe announced that his district started a U-10 league and they have 80 teams participating. They also started a U-12 small-sided recreational league.

Northeast: Tim stated that Andover would like to apply for club status at the next meeting. He also stated that they had 47 teams participate in the state indoor tournament.

President’ Report:


Kathy stated that there is a push to have indoor passes issued. The passes would fall under two categories, commercial passes and club passes. Kathy stated that if we are to do this it should be done with the best interest of the players in mind. We would need a unified policy for indoor play. Discussion occurred. This issue will be brought up at the next meeting.


Kathy announced that the foreign registration process cannot be waived. That all paperwork must be completed including the international clearance form. If a player enters the country that is over 11 years old and under 17 years old we must insure that he is not registered to a foreign club. This is s federation rule and it cannot be waived. 


Jim Lennox announced that the coaching licensing courses were on going. That he plans on more courses over the coming year including a national “C” course in 2005. That the ODP program is suppressed at this time because of the weather and the field conditions. 

Unfinished Business:

Motion was made to change the name of the “State League” back to the “Premier League” by Milan Keser, seconded by Art Hennig. Motion passed.

New Business:

New Club Affiliation: Benjamin Burdick presented to the board a request for club affiliation for Plainfield Youth Soccer. The request was for the fall 2004 season. 
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Motion was made to grant club status to Plainfield Youth Soccer by Eric Voide, seconded by Steve Woolbert. Motion passed. 

New Tournaments: Tom Skarbek announced that he had three tournaments that wished to be sanctioned by CJSA; Town Plot Summer Soccer Fever, Friendship Cup, and Newington Wrap-Up Tournament. 


Motion was made to sanction all three tournaments by Marc Glass, seconded by Joe Conte. Motion passed.

2004-2005 Club Affiliation Form: They are due June 1, 2004.

Celtic – Liverpool Game: Marc Glass reserved 500 tickets for the game at the Rentschler Field in East Hartford. Game is on July 16, at 8:00pm. The question arose as to whether we participate and provide a service to out members even though the ticket handling charges were exorbitant. Discussion. The consensus was that we participate by offering the tickets to our members via the website. Tickets can only be bought via cash, certified check, or money orders. Tickets must be picked up at the CJSA office while supplies last. No limit would be set as to the number of tickets a person can buy.  Ticket prices are $100.00, $75.00, $50.00, $35.00, the handling charge is $12.00 per ticket. CJSA will not make any money on this service.

US Youth AGM: The US Youth AGM will be held in Orlando Florida on July 24. Kathy, Art, and Tim will be attending.

Four age groups in the State Cup had over 16 teams and will start on May 2. They are; boys U-14, girls U-13, girls U-15, and girls U-16.

Referee Assignments: Kathy announced that John Collins and his staff would be assigning premier league games. This will be done using USOfficials.com. The fee for this would be $6.00 per game and the cost of 30 cents to list the game on the web. The $6.00 fee would go to the assignors who assign the games, $2.00 per referee assigned. This money will come out of the league fees that the teams pay. At this time the assignors are getting paid $5.00 a game. The 30 cents would be absorbed by CJSA. If games are changed within 6 days of the scheduled game the team would forfeit the $50.00 referee bond.  The forfeited bonds would be split between CJSA and the CSRP fund. The CSRP would use the money for training and educational classes. The exceptions would be weather, town closes field, and state cup. This would be a one-season trial and at the end of the season the Board may elect to continue or modify the agreement. Discussion.


Motion was made to pay the $6.00 fee to the assignors, absorb the 30 cents fee, and implement the bond forfeit procedure and its use by Joe Conte, seconded by Tim Brennan. Motion passed.  
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For the Good of Soccer:


Steve Kassoy asked about the Inner City Outreach Program and Tournament. He felt that a lot of money had been spent on it and there was very little to show for it. He stated he wished to resurrect the program. Discussion. 


Kathy asked Steve to bring a proposal to the next board meeting.


Milan stated that he would like to see CJSA use the money that is has to develop fields in the districts. That the districts and the clubs needed help in obtaining and maintaining fields. He believed that fields were the number one priority.

        
Kathy stated that CJSA was looking to buy land for fields near the FSA facility. Discussion continued on fields and how to best spend the money CJSA had. No consensus was reached.
