BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

October 12, 2004

Kathy Zolad called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM.

Minutes:

The minutes of September 13, 2004 were approved as submitted.

Treasurer’s Report:

Dave Engel reported that the 2003 audit report from Kostin, Ruffkess & Company was sent out to the BOD.   Our accounting firm requires original invoices be submitted for audit purposes, copies are unacceptable.

Committee Reports:

Cup:
The question arose concerning the timing of reporting cup scores.    Marc stated that he would bring it up at the fall cup wrap-up meeting.  Kathy requested the CJSA staff send a memo to the Age Cup Directors asking them to report how many times home field was taken away this fall due to late reporting of scores.  

ODP:
A revised ODP player list was given to the BOD.  The players on the list have not asked for a payment plan nor have they responded to several requests for payment.  

Motion to place these players in bad standing was made by Dave Engel, seconded by Tim Brennan.  Motion carried, with one abstention.
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Kathy stated that once payment has been made the players will be taken off the list.  

Kathy stated that the ODP tryout numbers were also in the packet for your information.  The 15, 16, and 17 year olds will be receiving notification very soon.  Art wondered if the number of players attending tryouts was going down?   Jim Lennox stated that he has a Position Statement on our website regarding ODP and our Clubs.

Premier:
The leagues are running smoothly and the results are posted on our website.  

Registration:
Bill Oehler stated that six out of the seven districts are up-to-date with their player registration.  The only outstanding district is the Southwest.  Kathy requested that the CJSA office send out an email to Dick Nelson, Andy George, and Lisa Schanzer with a cc to Bill Oehler, requesting this information be send into the office by October 15, 2004.  Bill then stated South Central is the first district to report for the 2004/05 seasonal year – special thanks to Joe Conte and his district for getting in this information so promptly.  

Recreation:
Marc stated that the TopSoccer DVD is ready for production. He presented quotes for production of the DVD.  Marc requested funding of this project. Marc will be running a clinic on TopSoccer at the AGM, and hopes that everyone sends a representative to this clinic.  Kathy would like to see at least one third to one half of the clubs sponsor a TopSoccer program – we need to continue to service this group of children.

Motion was made by Chafik Rebai, seconded by Tom Skarbek to authorize the purchase of DVD’s - not to exceed the $3,589 price quote.  Motion carried.

Money received from the Celtic/Liverpool match will be applied to the expense of the DVD production.  All agreed with this request.

District Reports:
Central – Tom stated that everything was going well, no report.




Northeast – Tim had no report, all was well.




South Central – Joe stated that his district was doing well.  He 



still has concerns regarding the passes going back to the club 

President instead of the District VP.




Northwest – Dave Gold stated they are all good.




North Central – Marc said that the district was doing well.

Director of Coaching Report:  Jim Lennox reminded all districts that they are entitled to a free youth module or E License each year.  They need only to request it from CJSA.
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Jay Hoffman is looking for players who are eligible for the US Paralympic Team and Jim handed out an email he received from him on the above.

Jim also handed out a Study by the Sports University of Cologne regarding Mini Soccer – 

What Game format and development model is best?  Give him a call a call if you want to talk about this.

President’s Report:  Kathy stated that US Youth is once again investigating having a twenty-two person pool (with 18 playing per game) for the National Championship Series.  She is looking for any input any BOD might have regarding this subject.  Kathy will email US Youth Soccer saying that we would support a club pass or an expanded roster – but at this time we do not favor only allowing 18 of the 22 to participate in cup play.  

Kathy mentioned that on the TODAY show they stated that New York West made it mandatory for every U14 and under player to wear protective headgear to protect from injuries.  The subject will probably be discussed at the upcoming regional meeting.

Kathy also stated that Jim Insinga has tendered his resignation as SE District Representative.  Milan has informed us that his replacement will be Joe Filippetti.  

Unfinished Business:
  Regional Meeting is this weekend in Delaware.   Kathy reported that Bob Palmeiro has appointed Andrea Duffy the Region 1 Recreation chairperson. 

New Business:  November 12th is the Rules deadline.  Our player fees need to be addressed.    

Elections - Kathy Zolad and Dave Engel have announced that they will be running for their respective positions.  The district vp’s that will be up for re-election are Central, North Central, Southeast and Southwest.  

Jesus Zornoza has asked to be replaced as SYRA.  Kathy presented Todd Stigliano as her appointment for SYRA.  She also presented Tony Carvalho as the BOD representative on the Premier Board of Governors – replacing Jim Insinga.

Motion was made by Marc Glass and seconded by Art Hennig to accept Todd Stigliano as SYRA and to replace Jim Insinga on the Premier Board of Governors with Tony Carvalho.  Motion carried.

The Board expresses its gratitude and appreciates all that Jesus Zornoza and Jim Insinga have given to CJSA over the years.  They will be honored at the President’s Dinner in January, 2005.
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Kathy announced that Steve Henderson has been appointed by CSSA to be serving on our BOD.   CJSA also has a seat on the CSSA BOD.  We will discuss our appointment at the

November meeting.
