Kathy Zolad called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM and welcomed two new members to the Board, Tim Blake the new District Representative from the Southwest District and Dick Cavanaugh the new District Representative from the Northcentral District. 

Minutes:

The minutes from the March 7 and March 14 meetings were approved as submitted

Treasurer’s Report:

Dave distributed the treasurer’s report. There were no questions or comments. Dave Engel wanted to thank the Central District for inviting him to their March district meeting.

Committee Reports:

Cup Referee Rule Change: Todd Stigliano reported that the International Football Association Board ruled to amend Law 10 of the Laws of the Game and do away with “golden goals” or “silver goals”. The IFBA ruled in favor of extra time consisting of two 15 minute extra periods, followed by kicks from the penalty mark. Discussion on the rule change and when to adopt the rule change occurred. 


Motion not to adopt the rule change for the spring season was made by Tom Mattera, seconded by Art Hennig. Motion passed

Todd also announced a new mentoring program with the goal to recruit, train, and retain young referees. Each district will have a coordinator for the new program. The new program will be implemented in the Central District first and then the other districts.  

Registration: Bill wanted to thank the Central District for inviting him to their district meeting. He and Joe Zizik are continuing to work on the registration process and database and will be ready for a demo at the next meeting. The 03-04 and 04-05 district registration numbers were distributed.  
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Indoor Tournament: Milan stated that all went well with the Indoor Tournament and the results for all the age groups were distributed.  

Tournaments: The Farmington Labor Day tournament received sanctioning. Sue announced that 435 teams have entered the CT Cup and 180 teams have entered the State Cup so far. Discussion occurred on Cup deadlines.      

ODP: A revised list of ODP players in bad standing was distributed. Two out of four players have come of the list.

Risk Management: Jim distributed the CJSA Risk Management Policy. Discussion occurred over the policy and concerns that Jim and the Board had received. Out of state and international coaches/volunteers were also discussed. Jim reiterated that none of the information from the Disclosure Forms will be placed on a computer or database. All paperwork will be locked with access limited to two persons. Friendly amendments were made to the CJSA Risk Management Policy. All changes will be reflected in the final Policy when it is distributed and placed on the CJSA website. 


Motion to accept the changes to the CJSA Risk Management Policy was made by Marc Glass, seconded by Tim Brennan. Motion passed with one abstention.
