Kathy reviewed the report from USYS on the existing organizational and membership structure of USYS and the youth State Association as members of the United States Soccer Federation and alternatives to that structure. All members of the board received a copy of the report. The report gave three alternatives; stay as we are now, withdraw from USSF completely, or have State Associations withdraw from USSF, but have USYS remain as a member of USSF. Kathy explained the relationship between AYSO, US Club Soccer, USYS, USSF, and the four Regions. At this time three of the four Regions wish to withdraw completely. Region 1 our region wishes to stay. A discussion followed as to the pros and cons of all three proposals. 

Motion for CJSA to remain as a direct member of USSF was made by Marc Glass, seconded by Andrea Duffy. Motion passed unanimously. 
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A plan of action was discussed on possible alternatives and options should changes come about in the future. Voting on these issues will take place both on November 5 and November 11 of this year. Kathy will report back to the board following these meetings.
