Minutes:

Treasurer’s Report:

Dave distributed the treasurer’s report. There were no questions or comments. Dave announced that the budget process for next year was about to begin. He would like to see a change in policy for the new budget. Discussion on the new process for the budget occurred.

Committee Reports:

Todd explained that referees for U-14 and below need to be two years older then the age group and for U-15 and above one year older then the age group. 

Registration: Bill Oehler announced that the first cut of the online reporting system is up and working. The demo is available to be viewed. The goal is to have it fully functional for the fall in the Southwest District. 

ODP: Jim Lennox distributed a list of four new coaches with their resumes to the Board to be approved for ODP. Discussion.
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Motion to approve the list of coaches was made by Tom Mattera, seconded by Chafik Rebai. Motion passed all in favor and two abstentions. 

CJSA Young Academies: Jim Lennox and Kathy explained a new pilot program designed to offer highly skilled emerging players specialized training in a group by ODP staff coaches. The pilot program will be held in the central district in Middletown. If the pilot program is successful a program would be offered in each district. The pilot program would start on August 22, and go for 8 weeks with once a week training sessions. The program is for 10 and 11 year boys and girls and would cost $200.00 per player. The pool of players would be limited to about 30 players per gender. Discussion occurred on the program to include recruiting violations and proper staffing of coaches. 


Motion to approve the CJSA Young Academy as a test pilot program for the fall in Middletown was made by Marc Glass, seconded by Todd Stigliano. Motion passed with seven yes votes, three no votes, and six abstentions.
