PROPOSED RULES & REGULATIONS

PROPOSED:  Article VI #12 District Referee Assignor (DRA).  The DRA shall be appointed by the State Youth Referee Assignor with the advice of the State Referee Administrator and the consent of the President and the District Vice President.  He/she shall assign all State sponsored competitions within the district and all district sponsored games.  The DRA will report to the SYRA.
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JUSTIFICATION:  The SYRA is an appointed position.  The ARA is also an appointed position.  The ARA handles the management of the referee program within the District/Area.  Having the DRA appointed would be consistent within the referee structure.  The DRA sole responsibility is the assignment of referees for State and district sponsored competitions.

This will provide consistency throughout the state in the assignment of referees to state and district sponsored competitions.

NEW PROPOSED:  Article VIII Sale or Disposition of Assets. After adoption of such a resolution, the Board of Directors shall submit the proposed disposition to the members for their approval.
