Treasurer’s Report:

Dave Engel distributed the financial report to the board members. Dave pointed out that CJSA has $212,000.00 in the restricted fund. That a 2/3 vote was required to un restrict the funds so that they could be used to fund projects.

Committee Reports:

Motion to sanction the Simmons Soccer Club was made by Eric Voide, seconded by Joe Filippetti. Motion passed with 8 yes votes, 5 no votes, and 2 abstentions. 

Discussion occurred on the process of sanctioning clubs. 

Motion to affiliate all clubs that submit the proper paperwork to the CJSA office and have met all of the criteria for a new club was made by Tony Carvalho, seconded by Chafik Rebai. Motion passed.
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Eric Voide Request: Eric requested that CJSA join in partnership with the Northwest District in helping to fund a W-League exhibition match on May 20,2006. He is requesting $10,000.00 from CJSA. 
Motion that CJSA give financial support to the project was made by Dave Engal, seconded by Joe Filippetti. 

Discussion occurred and members of the board were given an opportunity to ask questions and voice their opinion. 

Motion to table the proposal was made by Dave Engal, seconded by Marc Glass. Motion passed with Eric Voide and Dave Gold of the Northwest District abstaining. 

Adidas Contract:

Kathy stated that Adidas has exercised their option on a one year extension on their contract with CJSA. Discussion 

Motion to end CJSA’s relationship with Adidas and look for a new vendor was made by Dave Engal, seconded by Dick Cavanaugh. Motion failed.
