Treasurer’s Report:

Motion to amend the existing Protest Procedures 1200-2 and 1200-3 was made by Tom Mattera, seconded by Joe Conte. Motion passed with 7 yes votes, 5 no votes, and 3 abstentions.     

Registration: Registration report was distributed without any questions. Bill stated that he and Joe were visiting the districts to explain the new registration format and that the finalized registration format is going out to the registrars. 
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ODP: Kathy announced that the CT ODP U17 girls team advanced to the regional championships in Delaware.
