July 10, 2006

Minutes:

Approved June 12, 2006 minutes as presented.

Treasurer’s Report:

Financial report as of June 30, 2006 was in the packet.  Dave stated that the positive will not be there as there are expenses coming to offset that amount.  The Budget Proposal for Fiscal Year 2006-2007 was emailed to the BOD.  
Audience Communication:

Representatives from Newtown were present regarding Newtown going from Northwest to Southwest.  Present were Jeff Hansen, Pat Barczak, Brian Neumeyer and Jim Gaston.  Kathy had received emails from both Andy George and Tim Blake, SW District BOD members stating that they have no objection to Newtown joining the SW district.  The NW district was not aware of this request until they received the BOD mailing.  
Jeff stated that Newtown and NW district have had some problems.  Eric said that Newtown has never created any problems within the district and was not aware they wanted to change.  

Questions were then asked by the BOD members regarding this change.  Chafik said that many clubs have switched districts and it is usually a quick decision for the BOD, but with NW not knowing anything beforehand this creates a problem for the BOD.  Milan felt that both Newtown and NW district people need to talk with each other so they are on the same page with this change.


There was no motion presented to have Newtown change from Northwest District to Southwest District.  
Kathy stated that Newtown needs to follow up with Eric and see if this change can be worked out.

President’s Report:
Kathy stated that the BOD was going to go into Executive Session for her report.  


Motion for the BOD to go into Executive Session at 8:10 PM was made by Eric Voide, seconded by Steve Kassoy.  All were in favor.

Executive Session ended at 8:30 PM.

CJSA Proposed 06-07 Budget:
Dave had a change in the Budget Proposal under insurance showing $172,200, this should be $140,100.  Dave proposed to change to a $50,000 self insured deductible on the insurance line.


Motion to increase to $50,000 self insured deductible was made by Tom Skarbek, seconded by Eric Voide, passed with 11 yes votes, 0 no votes, and 1 abstention.  

Motion to approve the budget with the amendment to the insurance was made by Chafik Rebai, seconded by Brett Jones, passed with 12 yes votes, 0 no votes, and 2 abstentions.

Director of Coaching Report:
Jim Lennox was at the ODP camp and not present for tonight’s meeting.

SYRA Report:
Jim reported that CT sent twelve (12) referees and two (2) assessors to ODP and Region I.  One did the Championships at ODP.  At the National Championships we sent eleven (11) referees and two (2) assessors – had six (6) of the eleven (11) in the finals.  John Powers was selected to go to Nationals but could not as he had a previous commitment.  We had 200% more final assignments.  
There will not be any new Grade 9 clinics.  Bridge course to Grade 8 from now until June.  If you do not pass this course we will certify them as Grade 9’s for 2007.  Also we are lowering the age requirements for 8’s by one year – 14 by the end of May, 13 by June 30.  

Committee Appointments:
Some changes had been made with Joe Zizik becoming the State Registrar and Sue Schultz the Assistant State Registrar.  Also Mick D’Arcy has stepped down as the Premier Director and Brendan Faherty has replaced him.  Also a new Fair Play Committee, with Maggie Girard chairing, has been started up to help handle any sensitivity issues.  We will now be able to address these issues by getting a better handle on them.


Motion to approve the committee appointments was made by Tom Skarbek, seconded by Joe Filippetti, passed with 14 yes votes.

Kathy had mentioned that we also need to look at changing our policy on allowing our Insurance policy to be viewed more easily by our club presidents.
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Motion to allow the Club President receive a copy of the Insurance Policy upon request was made by Eric Voide, seconded by Dave Gold, passed with 14 yes votes.

District Reports:


Southeast:  Milan felt that minorities need to be helped.  His district matches anything that is donated to them.  
For the Good of Soccer:
Kathy announced the 2006 Scholarship winners – Melina Benson from Willington, Jaclyn Ellsworth from Portland, Marc Goulet from Plainville, Charles Grover from Shelton, and Kasey Sullivan from Southbury.  The dinner will be held on August 2 at 6PM at Casa Mia in Hartford.  It was mentioned that Melina Benson is the third person to receive a scholarship from the same family.
Dave Engel also felt that we are going to have to take a hard look at our expenses.  Art’s comments on deficit spending, Milan’s comments on reaching out to more minorities, and Tony’s question regarding insurance will all need to be addressed at some time.  He felt that we have to go to our membership as we have not raised our fees.  We will also need to cut our expenses in our traveling policy, BOD policy regarding dinners at the meetings.  

Kathy stated that our players have a lot of choices out there.  We need to offer things to all of the various levels.

Motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:20 PM was made by Tony Carvalho, seconded by Chafik Rebai, passed with 14 yes votes.
