BOARD OF DIRECTOR’S MEETING

October 9, 2007

Minutes:

Approved as submitted.  

Treasurer’s Report:

Kathy has met with Kostin & Ruffkess to review our accounting bills.  They have agreed to a reduction of their charges and will provide us with a fixed billing rate for future years.  

Dave Engel had questions regarding the approved budget.  Kathy said that we will hold on any further discussion of this matter until Tim Blake, Finance Chairperson, arrives.   Milan also had questions regarding the budget, which he considers a very important issue.  Kathy agreed with Milan and said that we will address these concerns with Tim.  
Once Tim Blake arrived he addressed questions regarding the Finance Committee and the budget.  Tim stated that he tried to get together with the committee on several occasions.  Dave was out of town and both Dave and himself were unable to get hold of Art.  When he and Dave got together it was for several hours and they tried to move things around to achieve a balanced budget.  They were not successful.  Tim went over the entire budget line by line item.  He came up to the CJSA Office seeking help from Sue and Kathy so he could better understand the budget.  

Tim requested that any BOD member with questions should email the entire committee, Art, Dave and himself if they have any questions regarding the budget.  Tim will contact Dave and Art and set up a meeting of the Finance Committee.
There was a ten (10) minute recess.   
Program Reports

Olympic Development Program:
A listing of any new coaches and returning coaches was handed out for the BOD’s approval.  

Motion was made to approve the ODP Staff for the 2007-2008 as submitted by Chafik Rebai, seconded by Milan Keser.  Motion passed with three (3) Abstentions.
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Premier:

Kathy thanked Joe Zizik for a reporting program the he designed for our Premier teams to enter their own scores online.  Both teams have to submit the score before it can be reflected in the standings and they must submit the same score.  If there are any differences it will be bounced out and then CJSA will refer to the Referee Report, confirm, and post the score.  

Cup:

Steve Hinchliffe was present and asked if anyone had any questions regarding the cup.  As far as Steve has heard there have not been any Protests, some threats but no follow through on it.
Motion to approve the following proposal for late cup rosters was made by Chafik Rebai, seconded by George Guiliano.  Motion passed with one (1) abstention.

Late Rosters:  Cup rosters received after the deadline, but within 48 hours of the deadline date will be accepted and accessed a $100 fine.  Cup rosters received after 48 hours of the deadline will not be accepted and the team will be disqualified.  (Example:  Deadline April 9th at 3pm, the extended period would be April 11th at 3pm).

Registration:

Joe Zizik reported that only two clubs– Hamden and Oxford – have not sent in any information. 

Joe also stated that we have begun reviewing online Registration Systems.   He hopes to be coming to the BOD soon with his proposal if we are going to be able to go online for the Fall of 08.  This would mean a decision would have to be made by January to get everything in place.

Patch Contest:

Sue Schultz stated that we will offer one patch design this year.  While the old patches are selling we no longer receive many entries.  Kathy stated that if we do not get any entries - the program will eliminate itself.

State Youth Referee Administrator Report:

Jim Brown stated that the online testing is working and seems to be going well. 
Administrator’s Report:

Sue Schultz stated that the Cup final is November 3rd at Newington High School fields.  She hopes that we will see some BOD members in attendance.

Director of Coaching Report:

Austin Daniels reported that he just completed an E in Wolcott and another E is scheduled to begin in Westport.  We will also host a National Youth License in late March early April.
He is conducting an Inner City Program – six (6) Wednesday’s after school at Yale Dixwell Community Center, Wexler Grant School, and John Daniel School, all in New Haven.
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Austin also invited everyone to the TOP SOCCER event at Trinity College, October 20th.

Report of District News/Updates:

George Guiliano stated that his Rocky Hill tournament was held last weekend and went very well.  They had 115 teams and had to reject 50 due to field constraints.  Very positive response on it and he felt that the parent support was very good.
Chafik Rebai reported that the Columbia-Windham tournament did very well involving ten (10) different towns in the NE.  Also Tolland ran a successful TOP SOCCER program and had some good news response on it.

New Business:

Kathy Zolad handed out an excel spreadsheet to all present regarding the SCORE contract.  
Motion to accept the SCORE contract as presented in concept -barring any major/serious changes to the actual contract was made by Dave Engel, seconded by Eric Voide.  Motion passed with two abstentions.
AGM Elections:

Kathy stated that Tom Mattera, Secretary, has submitted his name and that Art Hennig, First Vice President, did not submit his name by the October 1st   incumbent deadline.  She has also received one additional nomination for the position of Secretary.  The general public has until November 15 to submit their name.  The District Vice Presidents that are up for re-election are: Northeast, Northwest, and South Central.

The deadline for Rule Proposals is November 9.
Dave Engel asked if it would be appropriate to bring up the nomination of Life Members.   Kathy stated that she will put the topic on the agenda for November and we will have a discussion.
President’s Remarks - Good of the Game:

Kathy proudly announced that Al Bell is being inducted in the USASA Hall of Fame on October 19 in Ft. Lauderdale, FL.  This is quite an honor for Al.  She will attend the event.  We will be sending him a letter of congratulations and we will recognize him at our AGM in January.
