Treasurer’s Report:

Financial report was distributed. Tim Blake went over the Finance Committee meeting he had with Art, Judy, and Kathy. Tim also proposed to allow CJSA investments up to $75,000.00 for no more then thirteen months in any one bank that is FDIC approved. 

Motion to allow CJSA investments up to $75,000.00 for no more than 13 months in any one bank that is FDIC approved was made by Marc Glass, seconded by Joe Filippetti. Motion passed unanimously. 
Program’s Report:

Cup: Steve Hinchliffe went over the fall cup and stated as a result of the Cup Committee wrap up meeting they have four proposals for the CJSA Board of Directors. They feel the changes would better serve the cups in the future. The proposals will be voted on at the December BOD meeting. The proposals were;
· CT Cup – add U12 8v8 bracket

· CT Cup – when a final game is tied, 2 full overtime periods will be played; if still tied Co-Champions will be declared.

· CT Cup Brackets – In the U15 and older age groups reduce the number of entries to six (6) in an age division to hold a CT Cup competition. (presently it is eight (8))
· State Cup – add U12 full-sided bracket 

ODP: Vic Santos announced that the YDPD program ended in early November and that ODP practices started on November 4th. The practices will be held at two indoor locations, CFC Arena in Hamden and FSA in Farmington. The schedule has been sent out to the players and coaches and is on the CJSA website. 
Premier: Tony Carvalho announced that the premier season was extended to November 18. 

Tournaments:  A sanctioned tournament list was distributed. 
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Officer Reports:

Registration: Joe Zizik stated that ten vendors were looked at for the new registration system. The ten vendors have been narrowed down to four systems that can accomplish what CJSA needs. The cost schedule and fees are now being reviewed with each of the four vendors. Joe will then meet with the Finance Committee and report back to the BOD. 

Recreation: Marc Glass reports that we have three entries for the recreation patch contest. The deadline is November 30.
