Kathy requested permission to amend the order of the agenda to allow the Brooklyn Youth Soccer Club to present its application for CJSA affiliation for the Fall of 07.  Chafik introduced club members. 


Motion to sanction the Brooklyn Youth Soccer Club as new club with CJSA for the 2007-2008 seasonal year was made by Brett Jones and seconded by Tom Skarbek.  Motion passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report:

Dave discussed concerns regarding increased US Youth Soccer and US Soccer fees and the rising costs of insurance.  The budget committee will met and bring recommendations to the BOD.

Committee Reports:

Premier: Premier season will be extended a week to June 24. 

Registration: Treasurer’s now have access to the Registration Data Base – financial info only.  Joe has worked with many of the clubs fixing files, if clubs are having problems they need to communicate the issues to Joe.  He anticipates having the system ready to accept both 07 and 08 data by July 1st. 

At the end of each playing season, Joe will send each VP their district’s data from the system.
Cup: Steve stated that the State Cup is complete and it went well overall.  A U12 Girls team forfeited prior to final since they could not go to Regional’s if they were the State Champions.  Steve presented his committee’s small sided rules for the Fall.  He asks the Board to review the packet and bring back to a July meeting for discussion and vote.  Rules are needed for the U11 small sided CT Cup in the Fall.  
ODP Tournaments: CT 16 and 17 Girls advanced to semifinals/finals which will be held June 23rd and 24th at Kirkwood in Delaware.
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Recreation: TOP SOCCER – CJSA would like to offer a Tops Jamboree to the districts.  We would like every district to participate in this worthy cause.  In addition to the games for the players, Austin and the coaching/instruction staff will offer a clinic to help train coaches.  District representatives should get in touch with Marc to schedule your event.  Please include in your request the number of players and coaches that you anticipate participating in your event. 
Risk Management: Robbie Rickert was unable to make this meeting; a revised draft of the Risk Management Policy was handed out to the BOD.  Please review and be prepared to discuss and vote on the changes at the next BOD meeting.  Once the new policy is approved, it will be sent to our clubs and posted on our website.

Director of Coaching Report:  

Austin stated that the D at Coast Guard Academy was completed.  We will be trying a new formula for future D Licenses – instead of meeting over 9 weeks, the course will be offered over two weekends.  
Inner City – Austin provided several clinics for the Hartford School System, over 200 children participated in the clinics.   He is also coordinating with the New Haven S.C. to continue their work in the New Haven area.  The Head Start Program in Torrington is interested in hosting 3 or 4 clinics during the summer.  
Austin is waiting for approval for a pre-season clinic for high school coaches by the CT Coach Association.  If approved this clinic will be held the third week of August.  
SYRA Report:

Twelve referees participated in the Academy at the Oakwood Tournament.  At the ODP tournament eleven referees participated and one referee, Matt Mercier was selected to go to the finals.
Regional Championship – eleven referees are being sent to Maine.  
The Referee Feedback forms are coming back very positive and constructive.

Administration: Club Affiliations were handed out to each district VP - many Clubs are missing. 

Scholarship Winners were announced.
District Reports:   The Southeast District has initiated a scholarship for players in their district using the same requirements as State.
Old Business:
Waiver and Release Form was brought back to the table for discussion.  
Motion to accept the verbiage for the Waiver and Release Form was made by Dave Engel, seconded by Marc Glass.  Discussion followed, BOD members felt that the verbiage still needed to be worked on.  Motion was withdrawn.  The waiver will be on the July agenda.
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New Business:

06/07 Committee Appointment - Kathy presented her request to add Tim Blake to the Finance Committee.
Motion to add Tim Blake to Finance Committee and to make him the Chair was made by Dave Engel, seconded by Tom Skarbek.  One abstention, all others were yes votes.  Motion passed.

President’s Report:

Academies and New Clubs:  US Youth Soccer has launched a National League for U15 and U16 Boys and Girls.  The league will be comprised of eight (8) teams from across the country; the winners of the league will advance to National Championships along with the Regional Champions.   Details can be found on the website for US Youth Soccer.
US Soccer has announced the formation of US Soccer Academy.  The academy is only for U16 & U18 boys at this time and will include up to 80 clubs.  The club must undergo an extensive application process and agree to the format.  Players in the academy will not be allowed to register with another organization and will not participate in league, cup or ODP but they will be allowed to participate in High School programs and the National Team.  Several clubs in CJSA are discussing becoming part of the Academy.  Details can be found on US Soccer’s website.
Good of the Game: Dave Engel stated that Shelton received approval to put signs up on soccer fields for NO SMOKING on the soccer fields.
