Minutes:

Treasurer’s Report:

Dave was not present.

Risk Management:

Robbie Rickert handed out a revised Risk Management Policy to be incorporated in the Policy Manual that the BOD had previously received.  Risk Management and Registration Chairs are coordinating efforts regarding any online system.
ODP:

Kathy stated that Victor Santos was downstairs conducting the YPDP practice.  YPDP program is up and running and going well.  The SCORE uniforms were well received.
Cup:

It is an open book test, no time limit on the testing and is set to begin on September 15.  Once you pass the online test, you will then sign up for a clinic.  A fee is not charged until you register for a clinic.  Clinics will be listed on the website.  Referees will have two tries to pass the online portion of the test – if you fail the test twice, you must attend a special clinic.
