Treasurer’s Report:

Financial report was distributed. 

Program’s Report:

Risk Management: Kathy Zolad advised the board that CJSA has received its first appeal on risk management. The appeal is going through the process.

ODP: Victor Santos advised the board on the upcoming play date in Massachusetts at their new complex. The complex has five turf fields where our ODP teams will play the Massachusetts ODP teams on April 28. Preparations are being made for the upcoming ODP tryouts and as soon as they are completed they will be posted on the CJSA website. 

Premier: Brendan Flaherty the chair of the Premier Board of Governors spoke to the board about what the emphasis of the PBG is and what they do. He also gave a brief outline of what he wishes to accomplish in the future as the new chair.  
Tournaments: A list of tournaments that were sanctioned was distributed. 

Cup: Steve Hinchliffe spoke about the cups and how divisions were being formed. The draw will be next Wednesday and should be up on the CJSA website that evening. Over $3,600.00 was collected in late fees and over $6,000.00 was collected for the year. The first round of the CT Cup will be May 5, 2007.  

Officer Reports:

Registration: Registration report was distributed. 

Recreation: Marc Glass announced that a survey was done by Andrea Duffy for Region 1 regarding recreational players in the states within Region 1. The results when completed will be distributed to all clubs in Connecticut and the district presidents. 

SYRA Report: 

Jim Brown announced that we now have 3,300 grade 8 referees in the state. The bridge courses are being completed and we now have more grade 8 referees then we did last year at this time. Clinics are being offered and mandated for those referees who wish to do higher level matches. A referee academy is also being offered for referees and mentors who will be assigned to youth referees. 
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Administrator’s Report: 

Sue announced that the new rulebooks have been distributed however the risk management section has not been updated yet. They can also be found on the CJSA website. Sue also stated that registration is down 5,600 players from last year at the same time. The Southwest District accounts for 80% of this number.  

Director of Coaching Report:

Austin announced that 250 coaches attended the Youth Module certification course at Southern Connecticut State University. Several “E” licensing courses are being completed and a “D” license course is being offered at the Coast Guard Academy. Austin has also contacted six elementary schools in Hartford to start inner city soccer programs. Austin also reported back on his visits to the districts regarding small-sided soccer.  

District Reports: 

Northeast: Milan spoke on small-sided soccer and his district’s support for it. 

Old Business:

Small Sided Connecticut Cup: 

Motion to add small-sided for U-11 only to the CT Cup for the 2007/2008 seasonal year and U-12 small-sided cup for the 2008/2009 seasonal year was made by Marc Glass, seconded by Tom Skarbek. Discussion occurred. 


Motion passed by a 10-8 margin.
