March 12, 2007

Treasurer’s Report:

Financial report was distributed. 

Program’s Report:

Indoor Tournament: Milan and Chafik reported on the tournament along with the site locations and schedules. Once the tournament is over the champions will be e-mailed out. 

ODP: Vic and Tom updated the board on ODP and upcoming competitions. ODP tryouts for the 2007/2008 season will be held the week of June 18, 2007. Exact dates and age groups will be posted on the CJSA website. For the 2007/2008 season the YDPD will offer a U-12 age group, this will be a training program for the younger age group. Vic distributed the resume of Jonathan Cohn who wished to join the ODP staff. A short discussion occurred. 


Motion to approve Jonathan Cohn joining the ODP staff was made by Marc Glass, seconded by Art Hennig. Motion passed with one abstention. 
Premier: Tony reported back from the Premier Board of Governors meeting where several topics were discussed. Two of the more important topics for the premier clubs are, promotion and relegation from the divisions and seeding for the State Cup. Tony will report back to the CJSA Board if any changes are recommended by the Premier Governing Board. 

Tournaments: A list of tournaments that were sanctioned was distributed. 

Officer Reports:

Registration: Registration report was distributed. Joe spoke about the vendors and the process of narrowing down the vendors based on what our needs are and what the vendors can offer for a statewide registration system. 

Recreation: Marc announced that USYS now has a new two-part Novice Coach DVD for U6/U8 and U10/U11. The price is $3.00 for each or $5.00 for both. 
Risk Management: Robbie discussed her concerns regarding compliance with submitting Volunteer Disclosure Forms. She would like to see 100% compliance. Robbie will be contacting all of the clubs about the disclosure forms. She would also like to see the new registration system be able to help with the back ground checks on all adults that are registered. A discussion occurred on the process of background checks and the new registration system. 
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Administrator’s Report: 

Sue announced that the new rule books have been distributed however the risk management section has not been updated yet. Sue stated that Milan would liaison between CJSA and the Nutmeg Games that will be held this year in Shelton and Bridgeport. They are scheduled for July 28 – Aug. 5. The fee for CJSA teams is $400.00 and for non CJSA teams it is $450.00 with a three game guarantee. 
Director of Coaching Report:

Austin distributed the list of coaching courses being offered, and stated that 200 candidates took the E course at Mohegan Sun and 40 candidates took the course in Wallingford. The D courses are not being attended well. Austin believes that in order for the D courses to be more successful  they will need club sponsorship. Austin stated that he was starting to visit all of the districts to talk about small sided soccer he is going to the SWD on Thursday evening. 
District Reports: 

Northeast: Chafik reported that the district rules and proposals were announced and will be voted on at the next month district meeting. Coaches clinics will be scheduled throughout the district. 
Southeast: Milan announced that his district will be having a Southeast Soccer Hall of Fame dinner for the second year. Last year over 120 people attended and this year they will honor a second group of inductees. 
North Central: Marc announced that over 1000 Sportsmanship Signs were made and will be distributed at the district scheduling meeting. 
President’s Remarks:

Kathy reported back from the USYS AGM that Referee Abuse was being redefined at the national level and that the language would be changed to include a threat has do have been made. She also stated that youth player development issues were being reviewed at the national level and that recommendations will follow. The WPL has applied for membership and was given temporary status. USYS now has a vote on the Federation Board. The small sided cup will continue at the regional level. Kathy explained the wild card selections for the regionals. 
The CJSA Board of Directors went into executive session at 8:15pm. 


Motion to authorize Kathy to provide the best deal possible for uniforms for CJSA for the fall program was made by Milan Keser, seconded by Brett Jones. Motion passed with four abstentions.

The CJSA Board of Directors came out of executive session at 8:45pm. 


Motion to ratify the motion made in executive session was made by Dave Engel, seconded by Tom Skarbek. Motion passed unanimously. 

Discussions or Questions by BOD:

Tom Skarbek wanted clarification on whether U-9 and U-10 travel players are required to have player passes. This is a district issue and each district may set their own guidelines. 

Some defibrillators are having problems with the batteries in them. CJSA will see if the defibrillators that were bought by CJSA are the ones with the battery issues.
