Treasurer’s Report:

Financial report was distributed. 

Program’s Report:

Premier: Tony Carvalho reported back from the Premier Board. He stated that at their last meeting promotion and relegation for the premier leagues was discussed. The use of guest players was also discussed and is a concern for the Premier Board. The Premier Board will research other states regarding guest players and report back. Tony stated that once the Premier Board comes to a consensus on the above topics they will present their recommendations to the CJSA Board. Tony announced that the premier tryout window stays the same. Tony also stated that the Premier Board would like to see the tie breaker system changed and will have a full presentation for the CJSA Board at the next meeting. 


Motion to change the tie breaker system for the premier state leagues was made by Eric Voide, seconded by Joe Filippetti. Motion passed with all in favor and two abstentions. 

Tournaments: A list of tournaments that were sanctioned was distributed. 

Cup: Steve Hinchliffe stated that the top four teams in each age group were seeded for the State Cup. In the U-19 age group only the top two teams were seeded. The State Cup finals will be on June 3.

Officer Reports:

Registration: Joe Zizik stated that he continues to meet with registrars and is reviewing online registration companies. That once the review process is over he will move on to the pricing and presentation phase of the process. He believes the new system will be ready for the 2008/2009 seasonal year. 

SYRA Report: 

Jim Brown distributed and explained the referee registration numbers for 2006 and 2007. He is also researching out of state referees that attend CT colleges and could be used for our competitions. Online testing and training for recertifications for referees is being researched and should be ready for 2008. Sixteen referees will be trained and mentored during the Oakwood Tournament as part of the Referee Academy. Jim also announced Jerry Korn as the new DRA for the Soutcentral District. 
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Administrator’s Report: 

Sue announced the sad news that a 10 year was killed in Virginia when a goal fell on the player. Please make sure that all goals are anchored. 

Director of Coaching Report:

Austin Daniels announced the “D” coaching course was finishing up at the Coast Guard Academy. Several candidates are re-testing for their “D” license throughout the state. Austin is looking into having a pre-season clinic for High School coaches for this year.  

New Business:

CJSA Waiver & Release Form: Attorney Chris Vosler who represents CJSA spoke about litigation and suits against CJSA. He spoke about registration waiver forms and what is occurring with court decisions regarding them. He distributed a sample registration waiver form, which he and our insurance company would like all clubs to use. The sample form will be discussed and voted on at the next board meeting. Board members were encouraged to go back to the districts and bring back comments and suggestions.  

Request for New Club Affiliation: Tony Horta representing Academica FC requested that Academica FC be granted club status with CJSA. Tony answered several questions regarding Academica FC.


Motion to sanction Academica FC as a new club with CJSA for the 2007/2008 seasonal year was made by Eric Voide, seconded by Jim Brown. The motion passed with all in favor and one abstention. 

ODP Camp Fines: Kathy went over the request for the adoption of the ODP fines for players.


Motion to accept the ODP camp fines for players was made by Tom Mattera, seconded by Tim Blake. Motion passed with all in favor and one abstention.

Kathy reported a possible misconduct by a referee official during a match of a youth game. She is reviewing all of the files and will forward it to the SRC.
