Minutes:
The minutes were approved as submitted.

Treasurer’s Report:

No financial statement was presented at this time.  The report will be emailed when it is completed.

Tournament Committee:

Newly sanctioned tournaments were presented and noted.

Cup:
Sue reported for Steve Hinchliff on cup matters.  As to Connecticut Cup, there are 386 teams entered (noted that there were 424 last year).  As to State Cup, there are 223 teams entered (noted that there were 234 last year).

Registration:
Joe gave status of new on-line system.  At this time they are working on converting over the website.  The contract will be signed shortly and at that time will proceed.  At this time he is checking with clubs for data upload choices.  Training will be starting with 10 clubs every two weeks.  If they are uploading, it will be one day training.  He has been contacted by about 40 clubs to date.  The offer to clubs regarding website cost is still being worked out.

TopSoccer:
Marc advised that the TopSoccer Day will take place at Quinnipiac University on 

April 26th, starting at 11:00 a.m.  There will be a clinic, then lunch and from 1 to 3 there will be a women’s alumni game and from 3 to 5 a men’s alumni game.

SYRA:
Jim reported on referee certification statistics for the past ten years and furnished a report to the Board.  He advised that there were approximately 500 individuals registered for and/or participating in certification clinics at this time.  Also advised that beach soccer has been sanctioned by the Federation and that a Pro Clinic would be held this coming weekend.
