              Board of Directors’ Meeting

The following were in attendance:

The following were absent:

Minutes:

The proper spelling of Marc’s name was noted.  Also, that as to the addition of Marc Glass to the Finance Committee, the removal of Art Hennig from said Committee should have been noted.  The minutes were approved with these notations.

Treasurer’s Report:

Copy of the Financial Report as of 2/29/2008 was sent to the Board and they had no questions.  Kathy advised that Art Hennig was being removed from the accounts and

Marc Glass, 1st Vice President was being added.

ODP:

Victor Santos handed out a schedule of ODP events.  He advised that tryouts would be in June and those dates would be posted on the website.

Tournament Approval:

Board was advised of approved tournaments.

Request for New Club Approval:

Jonathan Levinson and Dave Greenbaum spoke as to the request of the New England Comets Premier Soccer Club to be sanctioned as a new Club with CJSA.  Chafik inquired as to if they had approval for fields and they indicated they had.  Tom asked how many teams they would have and they advised that they were anticipating 6 to 8 in the Fall.    

Motion was made by Chafik Rebai, seconded by Joe Conte, to approve the request of the New England Comets Premier Soccer Club to be sanctioned as a Club under CJSA, effective 9/1/08 (subject to the Club furnishing a letter confirming field accessibility to CJSA).  Vote: Yes: 15, No: 0, Abstain: 1. Motion passed.

Omar McFarlane spoke as to the request of the Hartford Youth Soccer Organization (HYSO) to be sanctioned as a new Club with CJSA.  Chafik asked about fields and
he advised that there would be two fields at the new magnet school.  He also indicated
that they had approximately 285 players.  Tom inquired whether they understood what
was required for registration and for them to contact him for help and information on that process.  
Motion was made by Tom Skarbek, seconded by Jim Brown, to approve the request of the Hartford Youth Soccer Organization (HYSO) to be sanctioned as a Club under CJSA, effective 9/1/08.  Vote: Yes: 15, No: 0, Abstain: 0.  Motion passed.

Premier:
Tony Carvalho spoke of the scheduling meeting held in Cromwell on March 5th and advised that it went very well, with minimal problems and stated that there are 269 teams.
He then spoke regarding the proposal of the Premier Board of Governors for a divisional structure change in the Premier league.  The proposed change addresses and allows more
flexibility in creating divisions.  Kathy advised that the proposed change had been posted
as an action item on the website and that no comments had been received.
Motion was made by Marc Glass, seconded by Tom Mattera, to accept the proposal of

the Premier Board of Governors for the Divisional Structure Change in the Premier League as submitted, effective for the Fall of 2008.  Vote: Yes: 14, No: 0, Abstain: 0.

Registration:
Kathy advised that the contract for the new on-line registration system was still being
negotiated with Blue Sombrero.  
Recreation:
Marc Glass advised of the TOPSoccer Day at Quinnipiac University to be held on April 26th.  No time has been set as of yet.  Information will be sent out by email and will also be posted on the website.

State Youth Referee Report:

Jim Brown handed out an historical breakdown of referee certifications through 3/10/08 to the Board.  He mentioned an area of concern right now being the instructor side and the need to obtain more in certain districts (NorthCentral, Southeast).  He will update the referee statistics after all entry level classes have been completed (end of April).

Administrator’s Report:
Sue Schultz advised of the early cup deadline (3/26) and the final deadline (4/4).  She also spoke regarding the new guide book and asked that all districts check the website and advise of any updates or changes.

Director of Coaching:

Victor Santos, speaking on behalf of Austin Daniels, advised that the inner city program had received a $500 grant from Region I.  He advised that 240 coaches had attended the coaches’ clinic at the Mohegan Sun.  Also, advised that there are two D courses and one E course being offered, and that there is a youth module scheduled which is completely full.  Kathy advised that she has applied for another grant and that Austin has an appointment in Bridgeport to discuss a possible program.  Tom Skarbek advised that the Central District will match the $500 grant from Region I for the inner city programs.

Tom Mattera spoke regarding another proposal regarding divisional structuring of the Premier League.  He spoke in support of this proposal as to the development of players and teams getting watered down.  Kathy advised that this would have to go to the Board of Governors and that it will be on their April 6th meeting agenda.

President’s Remarks:

Kathy spoke about the US Soccer AGM in Hawaii.  She advised that it was pretty uneventful - they were an amenable group - there were no fee increases and no major proposals.

Kathy requested the addition of Milan Keser to the Registration Appeals Committee.

Motion was made by Tom Mattera, seconded by Jim Brown, to approve the addition of Milan Keser to the Registration Appeals Committee.  Vote: Yes: 14, No: 0, Abstain: 0.

Motion passed.

Tom Skarbek advised the Board that this was the last meeting for George Guiliano, the Central District Representative as he was moving to Florida.  George thanked the Board and stated that his time on the Board had been a positive experience.  Tom advised that Maggie Girard would be filling the representative position.  

Tom Mattera distributed an email he had received regarding artificial turf fields.

Meeting was adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
