                              Board of Directors’ Meeting

                                                     May 12, 2008

The following were in attendance:

Tim Blake, Dave Broulette, Jim Brown, Dick Cavanaugh, Michael Dahlem, Andrea Duffy, David Engel, Marc Glass, Dave Gold, Milan Keser, Tom Mattera, Chafik Rebai, Robbie Rickert, Kathy Zolad, Austin Daniels, Steve Hinchcliffe, Vic Santos and Sue Schultz.

The following were absent:

Tony Carvalho, Joe Conte, Joe Filippetti, Maggie Girard, Steve Henderson, Brett Jones, Tom Skarbek and Joe Zizik.

Kathy introduced Dave Broulette, the new NorthWest District Representative to the Board.

Minutes:
It was requested that the tournaments receiving sanctioning be named in the minutes.

Also, that Paragraph 2, 2nd page (motions ratified by Board) be amended to read as follows:


2.  for CJSA policy to be amended to reflect that all district accounts will be opened by the CJSA President or State Office, that there will be at least four (4) signatories on all district accounts (CJSA President, CJSA Treasurer, District VP and District Treasurer/Designee, AND that upon receipt of statements, CJSA will furnish and send copies to the District VP and District Treasurer.  

The minutes were approved, with the corrections/additions/requests noted.

Treasurer’s Report:
Financial statements were reviewed.  Financial reports were provided for two districts – Central and SouthCentral.  Five districts not included.

Risk Management:

Robbie reported that risk management information was now available and can be found

Under “Quick Links” on the new website.  Intent is to work on this link and provide more information and make districts and clubs aware of same.  Kathy advised that we can put it down for discussion at the President’s Meeting in August.

ODP:

Victor reported on the success of the Portugal trip.  He had received a lot of positive feedback.  Also advised of the tournament at Ryder University, June 6th-8th, and that

ODP tryouts will be held in June.

Premier:
Tom Mattera’s Premier League proposal was presented to the Board of Governors and they declined to accept, although they agree that something needs to be done.  They will continue to work on it. Kathy has come up with a few ideas and will present them to Tony.  Tom asked if a decision would be made before the Fall season.  Kathy stated that it was possible, but that for now it would remain under State domain.

Cup:
It was reported that the cup draw would be held on 5/16.  State Cup finals will be held on June 1st in Newington.

Recreation:
Marc reported that the TopSoccer event held at Quinnipiac University on April 26th yielded no players.  There will be two TopSoccer events in September.  UCONN on 

September 6th and at Quinnipiac on September 21st.  Austin advised that he was checking websites for TopSoccer programs in the State.  Milan advised that they were looking into starting a program in his district.  USYS has a coaching module available for TopSoccer (a 3 hr. course).

SYRA:
Jim Brown advised that recertifications were just about done and that a retest session would be held on 5/13 in Farmington.  There has been a slight increase in referee population over 2007,as well as an increase of assessors and assignors.  National average shows a 40% loss, while we are at a 30% loss (younger side).  Should see an increase next year. Jim then spoke of the Referee Academy- 18 are signed up (1/3 are women).  He also mentioned the issue of jewelry being worn by players.  US Soccer Federation issued a rule that no earrings can be worn.  Medical ID’s may be worn, but taped down and hearing aids are acceptable.   The increase in gas prices was mentioned relative to

referee fees being paid and that increasing fees may be necessary for September.  It was 

also brought up that there are instances of referees shopping around for games, taking on games with Clubs paying higher fees.  Kathy is aware of this problem and agrees that something needs to be done, but is not sure what at this time.  The State Referee Committee will be meeting to talk about this issue.  Jim mentioned that they are tracking this situation and those referees who are following this course are being identified.

Administrator’s Report:
Sue mentioned the forms needed to be filled out for the Secretary of State’s Office by

Board members.  Also, the new website is up and running, but there has been some instances of emails disappearing.  It is requested that you contact the office if emails

are not responded to and districts should inform the clubs of the problem.

DOC:
Austin advised that the coaching courses had slowed down and that there was a youth module scheduled for Sunday in New Britain.  He then spoke about the Soccer Haven

program- 62 players took part, as well as 42 parents.  YPDP donated their leftover uniforms.  There is a jamboree scheduled at the end of the program on May 31st at the John Daniels School in New Haven.  Jim Brown advised that he would seek out volunteer referees for the jamboree.  Next Fall they would like to expand the program to 3rd graders also.  They are working on publicity also - the principal is sending out a news release and it is also on the New Haven Soccer Club website.  Austin advised that they

had obtained parent releases to take pictures of the players at the event.  He also advised of a grant received from US Youth for $5,035.00 for equipment and apparel.

New Business:

Kathy advised of a request from Beachside of CT Soccer Club to place Wilfredo Arbieto in bad standing due to unpaid financial obligations.  Tom expressed his concerns about

whether contact had been made with the parents as well as the player.  It was determined

that Beachside had followed procedure and all required information had been turned in.

Motion was made by David Engel, seconded by Dick Cavanaugh, to place Wilfredo Arbieto in bad standing until his financial obligations due Beachside of CT Soccer Club are paid, at which time he would be immediately reinstated.  

Vote: Yes: 7, No: 2; Abstain: 4.  Motion passed.
Also, in the future, documents relative to issues regarding bad standing will be cc’d to the appropriate District Vice President.

Kathy then mentioned the death of a player this past week in Arizona due to a goal post falling on him.  Anchoring of goals needs to be addressed to all clubs through their districts.

AIG Benefit:

Through our association with Pullen Insurance and AIG Insurance, and AIG’s sponsorship with Manchester United, CJSA is being given two all-expense paid tickets

to a Manchester United game in Europe.  

Motion was made by Tom Mattera, seconded by Jim Brown, to auction the two all-expense paid tickets to the Manchester United game, with all proceeds to go to the TopSoccer and Outreach Programs (Board members, Office Staff and their immediate families are excluded).  Vote: Yes: 13; No: 0; Abstain: 0.  Motion passed.

President’s Remarks:

Kathy mentioned the Meet the Huskies Dinner scheduled for Friday, September 5th, as well as the passing of Billy Gaziou.

Jim Brown mentioned that the SoccerPlus Reds had played their first game last Friday and that the CFC Passion debuts this week at Sage Park.

Kathy advised that Tom Skarbek became a grandfather again with the birth of a grandson, Cole, on April 30th. 

Marc mentioned that the South Windsor Soccer Club had donated monies to South Windsor High School for the Boys Freshmen team.  He also advised that he would like

to meet in the near future with all District VP’s.

Andrea announced a joint venture between Oakwood and SouthCentral Premier - a

U/19 Boys Premier cup team.

Meeting was adjourned at 8:55 p.m.
