Minutes:

Correction to agenda – date should be September 8, 2008.
Minutes were approved as submitted.

Treasurer’s Report:  Dave Engel was not present tonight, Monthly Financial Statement submitted, attached.
Cup:
Steve Hinchliffe reported that the Cup draw will be held on Wednesday at 6PM at the CJSA Office.  Total of 408 teams entered, 19 teams had not submitted rosters by the deadline date and are now ineligible to participate in the cup and 2 teams withdrew.  Also, 56 teams paid the late registration fee.  Cup finals will be on November 1 and we have small sided in both the U11 and U12 boys and girls age groups.  The approved, revised cup rules will be implemented beginning with the 2008 Fall CT Cup.  These modifications pertain to small-sided goal sizes, clarification of game times, referee fees for replayed matches, forfeits/withdrawals, Co-Champions and score reporting on-line.  

The website will have the draw information by Wednesday evening.

Risk Management:

Mark said that the TOPSoccer event held at UCONN was a huge success.  Special thanks to Brett Jones for his barbequing skills!  Another TOPSoccer event is planned at Quinnipiac University on September 21, 2008 with pizza being served.  Milan Keser mentioned that their program will be starting next weekend.
SYRA:
Jim Brown reported that they will be running background checks on the referees.  The second week in October is the target start for the 2009 referee recertification.  This will be an online program followed by – 4 hours of field experience and 2 hours of exam.
