Board of Directors’ Meeting

November 8, 2010

The following were in attendance:

Al Bell, Joe Berlenbach, Dave Brouillette, Dick Cavanaugh, Joe Conte, Michael Dahlem, Joe Filippetti, Maggie Girard, Marc Glass, Brett Jones, Milan Keser, Tom Mattera, Chafik Rebai, John Riley, Lou Santo, Kevin Suares, Joe Zizik, Kathy Zolad, Sue Schultz, and Gerry Koppe. 

The following were absent:

Tim Blake, Andrea Duffy, Robbie Rickert, and Tom Skarbek.

Kathy began the meeting at 7:30 PM and  requested that we go out of order as the representative from Boca Football Club was here to be sanctioned as a new club with CJSA.  All members agreed to go out of order and hear the Boca representative.

Mr. Willis was present and stated that many on the board for Boca have been with soccer and with CJSA for many years.  It is a developmental club in Woodbury (NW District).  The Woodbury-Bethlehem Club is primarily a Rec league and there is a need for the developmental at this time.  

After some discussion regarding another club in the Woodbury area the BOD felt that we were able to go ahead.

Upon motion by Tom Mattera, seconded by Marc Glass, the Boca Football Club was sanctioned as a new club affiliation in the Northwest District.  Vote: Yes: 14; No: 1; Abstentions: 1.

The minutes of the October 12, 2010 meeting were approved as presented.
Financial Statements:
Approved as presented with no questions.
Cup:
Dick Cavanaugh said the finals were just held on Saturday and it was a relatively smooth Fall CT Cup.  He has a few changes he plans to discuss with the Cup Committee at the wrap up meeting.  A listing of the winners for the Fall CT Cup was in the packet you received.  Tom Mattera asked if he could submit cup changes - he will let Dick know of changes he would want for the Cup.
Tournaments:

Sue stated that there were two recurring tournaments and there was nothing new.

Registration:

Joe Zizik stated the numbers are current and most clubs are paying their invoices through the system.  A few clubs have paid the same invoice over and over again.  Districts will need to check on this.
Rosters: Tom Mattera had a question regarding Registrar’s being able to look back at the previous roster to compare it.  Joe said this will change in the future weeks.  All changes will be listed on the original roster at the bottom as it will state adds, deleted or transfers.

SYRA:

Kevin said that at the Cup finals the new referees did well and the mentors stated they were a really solid group.  He will be using some in the State Cup.
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Administration:

Sue stated that 2011 will be CJSA’s 40th Anniversary so we want to do something special at the President’s Dinner and Convention next year.  We have a guest speaker selected already.  Sue then handed out the ballots for Life Member 

ODP:

Kathy wanted to add a Girls Coordinator to our ODP staff as Shaun has been handling all of the ODP.  Sean Driscoll is part of the existing staff and has been part of ODP for several years.  There were no objections to this new appointment of Sean Driscoll, as ODP Girls Coordinator.

Legal Counsel:
Tom Clark has told Kathy that he is retiring and at this time another person from his firm is handling anything that would come up.  She would like to recommend that we use Krasow, Garlick & Hadley, LLC as our new legal counsel.  Jerry Garlick has been actively involved with soccer and CJSA for several years and someone who knows soccer is a good way to go as they know what soccer involves.  
There was some discussion regarding whether we could get someone else or a better price but then it was mentioned that he is familiar with soccer and he said he would meet the price we are paying.  

Upon a motion made by Marc Glass, and seconded by Joe Filippetti, to accept the firm of Krasow, Garlick & Hadley to be our new legal counsel, subject to negotiations but not to exceed our current rate of $175 per hour.

Vote:  Yes: 15; No: 0; Abstentions: 1.

Mia Hamm:

We brought in $36,000 but expenses have to come out of that figure; Mia Hamm and Lucas sports have to be paid their share and we keep 40%.  After the event Kathy got an email from Jim Lucas requesting that we give back the $12,500 we received from 3M based on our agreement with them.  Kathy told him this was not going to happen.  Jim is coming in to meet with her on Thursday on this subject.   There was some discussion regarding the Middletown part of the fundraiser, which they had on their own with Lucas Sports.  We will be giving some of it back but Kathy does not feel that we should give the full amount back as Mia’s agent would like us to do.  The Board agreed with Kathy that we should not give back our full amount.  
Computers:

Joe Zizik stated that the office needs a new server, and four new computers.  There is a quote in the packet from Tri Tec Electronics and Lori had gotten a few other quotes as well but felt that Tri Tec had the best to offer and their service was always very good as we have used them before.  

Motion was made by Milan Keser, and seconded by Joe Filippetti, to accept the Tri Tec quote as presented with a Bit Lock for the laptop computer and going from 2 gigabits to 4 gigabits.  The Board were in favor of replacing the existing computers.

Joe and Lori will check into the additional items as passed by the Board.
President’s Remarks: 

Kathy then read the ballots and stated we have a new Life Member as Pat Hennig will be inducted into our Life Membership. 
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Some discussion was then held regarding our accountants writing a new system for each district, spelling out expense and income statements.  They would charge us $1500 for this new system.  It was decided that Judy does it that way already and the breakdowns that she has done by district is very acceptable.  

A question had come up regarding new club affiliations coming before the BOD.  US Soccer rules state that any group that abides by our policy to become a new club must be accepted, so why do we bring them in to our meetings to vote on them becoming affiliated?  Kathy stated that this is part of our policy and we can amend our policy regarding new affiliations if we wish to do so.  It was also mentioned that a phone call to the District VP would be a nice way to begin a club affiliation so they are aware of it.

For the Good of Soccer:
We all hope that Ray Reid’s team was doing well in their game.  Kevin stated that Big East finals will have our referees, Mark Allerton and Bruno Mazzo.  

Milan mentioned that he would like to talk with Kevin about a referee clinic.  

Motion was made by Chafik Rebai, and seconded by Brett Jones, to adjourn the meeting at 8:40PM.
